NP Jr. Trojans Youth Football League
Football Coaches' and Junior Coaches' Code of Ethics
Revised 1/20/2022 JLB
I. All Coaches/Players must read and sign the NP Jr. Trojans Football Constitution.

II. No smoking is permitted in the vicinity of the participants at any time.

III. No foul language is permitted in the vicinity of the participants at any time.

IV. Only Coaches, Players, and Cheerleaders are permitted on the sidelines unless permission is granted - at the discretion of - and by the Football Coordinator in advance.

V. Practice
a. In the event the Board decides to cancel practice, the coach is responsible to notify the players.  
b. If a player is going to be late for practice for any reason, the parent/guardian is to let the coach and/or team mom know.  A doctor’s note may be required to be submitted.  

c. Players that do not participate in practice may not get the required plays in the game that week.  This is at the discretion of the Head coach and coaching staff. 
d. Players must treat each other, coaches, officials, and opposing teams (and their fans) with respect.  Under no circumstances will yelling at opposing teams, officials, or other parents be tolerated.  
VI. Resolving Issues

a. Head Coaches will discuss any problems that may arise within the team (coach w/coach, coach w/player, coach w/parent) with the football coordinator and a member of the NPJT Executive Board. The issues are expected to be resolved by using the Football Constitution, NPJT By-Laws, and the ACC By-Laws as points of reference.

b. Exceptions to any rule can ONLY be made by the Football Coordinator and must conform to the currently adopted NPJT By-Laws and ACC By-Laws.
VII. Money/Forms

a. Coaches CANNOT accept any money or forms. Please refer these matters to the Football Coordinator or NPJT Executive Board.

VIII. Head Coaches are required to keep their Football folder with them at all times. In that folder, the following should be included:
a. Attendance Sheets
b. Calendar

c. Football Constitution

d. Disciplinary Forms

e. Anything else mandated by the Football Coordinator.

IX. Violation of any of the above rules may result in one or more of the following:

a. Written Warning

b. Suspension

c. Removal
